Phonics

The children have started learning phonics using the Read Write Inc programme (RWInc).
They have been learning how to pronounce the sounds clearly using pure sounds (‘'m' not ‘muh’)

This week they have learnt these sounds; i, n, p, g, o.

They have learnt how fo orally blend sounds to say words (Fred Talk). The link below explains

Have a go at using 'Fred Talk' fo sound out and blend these words; ham, jam, eggs.

Fred Talk routine

. Say the word in sounds as Fred e.g. c-a-t.

. Ask your child to repeat. Can they ‘jump-in’
with the whole word?

. Say the word in sounds followed by the
whole word e.g. c-a-t, cat

. Ask your child to repeat
