Phonics
The children have started learning phonics using the Read Write Inc programme (RWInc).
They are learning how to pronounce the sounds clearly using pure sounds ('m’ not 'muh’)

The children have learnt to recognise these sounds; m, a, s, d, t.

They have learnt how fo orally blend sounds to say words (Fred Talk). The link below explains

Have a go at using 'Fred Talk' to sound out and blend these words; dog, duck, pig.

Fred Talk routine

. Say the word in sounds as Fred e.g. c-a-t.

. Ask your child to repeat. Can they ‘jump-in’
with the whole word?

. Say the word in sounds followed by the
whole word e.g. c-a-t, cat

. Ask your child to repeat

They have also had a go writing m, a, s, d, t during phonics. Please practise these letters with
your child at home. Below shows a checklist and images for guidance.

Checklist: Maisie and the mountains

v/ start at Maisie's head
Checklist: snake
draw a straight body for Maisie

go over the mountains — from Maisie’s waist v/ start at the snake's head

check the mountains are the same height as Maisie v curl one way

add a small curl for the grass

Literacy

We have been looking at the story ‘Brown Bear, Brown Bear, What do you see?' and are
learning to retell the story using actions and a story map. This week we will be modelling how
to write a sentence. The children will learn that we break the flow of speech into words, we
write from left to right, letters represent the sounds in the words we say and writing a is
made of words and spaces between words.
